Getting Here

• Burlington International Airport (BTV) is just 35 miles (50 minutes) from the resort and offers multiple   
   daily flights to/from major hubs on major airlines including JetBlue, Continental, USAirways, United and Delta.

• Topnotch is also served by airports in Manchester, New Hampshire and Montreal, Quebec. 

• Private planes have access to the Stowe-Morrisville Airport, 9 miles away. 

• Amtrak service from Washington, D.C. and New York City stops in Waterbury, 15 miles away. 

• Approximate driving times: Boston, 3½ hours; New York City, 6 hours; Montreal, 2 hours.
